Configure your unit

1. Remove the 4 screws from the front panel and slide out the pcb from the case
2. unplug the modem connector from the controller board
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3. Plug in a serial cable that is connected to a pc
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4. Set it to config mode
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5. Power on the unit

6. Run gprsModemConfig.exe

Enter APN, IP, Port, Unit ID (we prefer 5 digits character string), Interval (1 to 99), 1 = 30 seconds, 2 = 60 seconds. Click Save and wait for 2 seconds.

Close the program

You can verify the data by running this program and click Read
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7. Turn off power

8. Exit Config Mode
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9. Slide the PCB back to the case

10.  Put the screws back to the front panel

11.  Insert a SIM card

Click the yellow button in the front panel to eject the SIM card slot

Put the SIM card to the slot

Put the slot back to the unit

12. Plug the GPS receiver to the back panel

13. Power up the unit. The unit will start establish the gprs connection and setup a TCP connection with the ip and port you supplied. The GPS receiver will start report the gps data in around 60 seconds (cold start) and the unit will start sending gps data on the interval you supplied.
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
